is located to the right of the power button.




1. Please place the
magnifier on a sta-
ble surface, press
the on/off button to
switch it on and pla-
ce the object to be
observed directly un-
der the lens.

* Press the on/off
button for approx. 3
seconds to switch on
and off. This device
is equipped with a
fixed focus and does
not require repeated
focussing, making it
easy to use.

Cleaning:

2. You can select
the magnification
in 4 levels by turn-
ing the scroll wheel.
(TX-2X-3X-4X)*

Rotate up: Zoom in
Rotate down:
Zoom out

Pressthe scrollwheel
for photos, hold it

down for videos.

3. You can switch
between the lighting
modes by pressing
the on/off button
once:

- white light

- UV light

- white light side-
ways

- No light

The light intensity is
set by pressing and
holding the on/off
switch in any light
mode. To switch
off the LED magni-
fier, switch to “no
light"-mode and
then press and hold

the on/off button.

PC Connection

1. Use the charging cable supplied. Plug the USB-C end into the
device and the USB-A end into the computer.

2. Once connected, a menu will appear on the magnifier's
display. Select ‘Mass Storage' and confirm your selection by
pressing the scroll wheel again. The magnifier will then appear as
a storage device on the connected computer.

3. Ifyouselect and confirm “PC Camera" in the menu, you can
transfer the camera image directly to the monitor. We recom-
mend using the Windows Camera app for this. The magnifier
functions as an external USB camera.

In PC camera mode, the buttons on the magnifier are disabled. In
this mode, the device must be operated via the computer.

It is essential to clean the screen and the casing regularly to ensure
that the device remains clean and functions properly. If the screen is
dirty, wipe it gently with

a soft cloth.

Note:

Before using the magnifier, please insert the micro SD card to ensure

the storage of photos and video files. (Supports maximum 64 GB

expansion card)

When the screen with the logo appears, press and hold the
power button again to enter the date setting mode and
then use the scroll wheel to change the date.

Photo Mode 5

Click the scroll wheel to enter image lock
mode. The image is frozen.
Click the scroll wheel again, the screen is
unlocked and the image is automatically
saved to the micro SD card.

Video mode

Press and hold the scroll wheel to switch to
video mode. A red dot flashes on the screen,
indicating that the video is being recorded
and saved on the mirco SD card. Press the
scroll wheel again to stop recording.
